
Introduction:
Kiangsu & Chekiang Primary School, one of the largest
private primary schools in Hong Kong, was founded in 1953.
The non-profit-making school has 4 sections: Primary,
Kindergarten, Nursery and International (Primary and
Kindergarten). Upon graduation, nursery students may apply
to study in the kindergarten section, but places are limited and
not guaranteed. Kindergarten students may apply to study in
the Primary Section but must meet the admission criteria.
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Education Mission and Special Features:

KCPS’ motto is ‘Order and Respect’. The school aims to provide students
with a relaxing environment and foster an interest in learning. Our school
emphasizes biliteracy, trilingualism, and ‘whole-person’ development.



Ideology:

The school integrates Chinese and Western theories to  
provides a whole-person education for schools. 
Through various activities to stimulate students’ 
interest in learning, they focus on moral, intellectual, 
physical, communal, aesthetic, attitudes and skill 
development.



Curriculum Planning and Aims
Following EDB’s guidelines from the "Guide to the Pre-primary Curriculum“, teachers'
planning is child-centred. We employ the Integrated Curriculum and the Picture Book
Teaching Method to develop the students' learning abilities. Our School emphasizes
biliteracy and trilingualism. Each school day comprises various interesting activities, and
lessons are taught in Putonghua and English. Daily English lessons are 50 minutes long
with native English teachers. English lessons integrate the EDB curriculum and the direct
method to focus on phonics, oral skills, themes, songs and stories through various
activities. In the new academic year, K1’s daily mathematics will also be taught in English.



Teachers’ Professional Qualifications :
Our teachers are qualified and registered with the EDB. They are well-trained,
experienced and have the necessary skills to provide high-standard lessons for
our kindergarten. The student-to-teacher ratio in the morning session is 1:12
and 1:8 in the afternoon session.



Multi-Cultural Learning Environment

KCPS is a multicultural kindergarten with a 
combination of local and expatriate students. Expatriate 
students are from different countries around the world, 
mainly from U.K., U.S.A., and Canada. This provides a 
truly multicultural environment for students to 
communicate, learn and play with other children from 
different nations.  



Environment

The total area of the Kiangsu & Chekiang Primary School campus is 45,600 
sq. ft.  There are three outdoor and two indoor playgrounds.  They are all 
equipped with developmentally appropriate facilities.



Activities:
KCPS holds many activities throughout the year—for example, Christmas Talent Show, Chinese New Year Party, and 
Aerobics Performance, etc. We emphasize participation in various learning activities outside school. Students 
participate in inter-school competitions yearly, such as Chinese and English singing activities and Chinese speech 
contests. Our Kindergarten Music Activities won the Gold Award in the 76th Hong Kong Schools Music Festival  and 
performed in the Prize-winners' Concert. In addition, our school makes good use of community resources to conduct 
off-campus course learning, such as visits to the Hong Kong Children’s 
Discovery Museum, Traffic Safety City, Coastal Defense Museum, 
Science Museum, Hong Kong Parks, Zoological and Botanical Gardens, 
Quarry Bay Waterfront Park, and beaches, etc.



Parents-Teachers Association:

Our school’s PTA was established in 1954. It holds yearly activities
throughout each academic year such as, Christmas parties and autumn
outings, etc. The PTA also sponsors the Good Child awards, scholarships
and other awards for our students. Parents, PTA and the school are
encouraged to communicate through their website.
